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Povzetek
Danasnjc razprave o solski politiki so vecinoma scstavljcnc iz nckritiéncga prckla-
danja domnevno politiéno nevtralnih in zgolj tchniéno-praktiénih pojmov, kot so
Vsciivljcnjsl(o uécnjc, uécnjc uécnja ali rcscvanjc problcmov, ter potckajo na podla—
giravno tako nckritiénega sprejemanja druzbeno-ckonomskih teorij druzbe znanja,
ki naj bi prcdstavljala objcl(tivni okvir $olskih reform. Namen prispevka je ocreati
zgodovino teh pojmov in podati kritiko teorij druzbe znanje skozi analizo implici-
mih politi¢nih stalise, ki jih vsebujejo. V ta namen obravnavamo zgodnjo neolibe-
ralno cpistcmologijo (Hayck in Polanyji) ter njen prchodv teorije élochkcga kapita-
la (Drucker in Machlup).
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Abstract
Today’s discussions about the education policics consist mostly of uncritical shuf-
fling of allegedly neutral and merely technical or practical notions such as life-long
lcaming, lcarning to learn or problcm-solving and are based on similarly uncritical
acceptance of socio-economic theories of the knowlcdgc socicty, which s supposcd
to present an ol)jcctivc: framework of education reforms. The aim of this contribu-
tion is to sketch the history of mentioned notions and to present a critique of the-
ories of the knowlcdge society through an analysis of its tacit political content. For
this purpose we discuss the carly neoliberal epistemology (Hayck and Polanyji) as
well as its transition towards the theories of the human capital (Drucker and Ma-
chlup).
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
